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Costume Sizing
Costumes will be posted in your portal after 11/10. At that time we ask that youmeasure your
dancer’s chest, waist, and girth and review those measurements with EACH costume
company's size chart. If your dancer’s measurements fall in between sizes, it is always better
to size up. Taking in a costume is much better than having a costume that is too small. Please
remember that your dancer is growing and this costume needs to fit them in May! If you are
unsure, please don’t hesitate to ask for help. Miss Kim is available at the front desk or feel free
to email.

TUITION
Tuition is posted by the first Monday of the month. Tuition is due on the 15th. If you enrolled
in auto-pay, it will post just before the 15th. A $5.00 fee will be assessed for late payments.

IMPORTANT DATES
Our Recital is set for the week of May 13-18, 2024.
● Recital Fee and Costume Deposits are due November 1.
● Recital Fee is $25 per dancer, this helps defray costs related to recital.
● Costume Deposit is $25 per performing class, per dancer. The costume deposit is
credited toward the total balance of each dancer’s costumes.
● Payments can bemade online through your parent portal or by checkmade payable to
Hershey School of Dance & Arts. Checks can be placed in the box outside the office. If you
are enrolled in auto-pay, this will be processed the next time auto-pay is run.
● Costumes will be uploaded to view in your parent portal the week after 11/10.
● Costume Sizes need to be updated in your portal before 11/20. Thank you!
● Fall Break is Wednesday November 22-26. Classes resumeMonday November 27.
